Director of Coaching  - Dmytriy Kalachov: Dmytriy has been a coach with OSC since 2005 being promoted to 
Director of Coaching in 2007.  He has been a swimming coach in New Zealand since 2001 having emigrated 
from the Ukraine.  Dmytriy holds a Diploma as a Sport Coach (Swimming) and PE Teacher.  His qualifications 
have been recognized by Swim New Zealand and he is currently undertaking the requirements of the SNZ 
Coaching Development course.  
 
Prior to coming to New Zealand Dmytriy swam for 10 years before representing his country in the Modern 
Pentathlon in the European Championships.  He was a swimming coach from 1988 turning to Triathlon in 1992. 
From 1993 – 2000 he was the Ukrainian National Head Coach of Triathlon taking his teams to the Olympic 
Games, World and European Championships. He was the coach of the World Junior Triathlon Champion in 
1997.   
 
We are very lucky to have such an experienced coach and our swimmers have been going from strength to 
strength under his guidance with many successes at both regional and national level. 
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Swimmer Profile  - Shaquile Vaotu’ua: Shaquile won 4 Gold Medals in 50m, 100m and 200m Breaststroke and 
200 Medley Regional Relay, Silver Medal in 50 Fly and Bronze Medal in 200 Individual Medley at the New 
Zealand Age Group Championship held in Christchurch in March. Shaquile broke two Long Course National 
Records for 13 Year Old Males when he swam the 50m Breaststroke in 30.92s and the 100m Breaststroke in 1 
min 10.54s. 
 
Shaquile’s outstanding performance during the 2007/08 season has been rewarded with an invitation from 
Swimming New Zealand to take part in the 2008-2009 Age Group Development Programme which consists of 2 
rounds of camps and the 2009 NZ Tri-Series Competition in January 2009. We are all very proud of him and his 
success.
